 H. Edward Petsch was born April 24,1931 in Fort Stockton to 
Fannie Warnock and Harry Edward Petsch. His first piano teacher, 
Mrs. Frances Ligon, instilled in Edward a love of music and was 
instrumental in Edward’s admittance to the prestigious St. Louis 
Institute of Music after his graduation from Fort Stockton High 
School. There he studied with great Russian pianist, Leo Sirota. 
Through the Institute, Mr. Petsch also studied with French pianist, 
conductor, and composer, Nadia Boulanger. 

  In 1957, Mr. Petsch was invited to teach at the British School in 
Caracas, Venezuela, where he also performed many concerts. He 
returned to the United States several years later to join the piano 

faculty at the St. Louis Institute for Music and to prepare for his 
debut concert program. 

 Mr. Petsch moved to Houston several  years later to take over 
the piano studio of a friend. He soon opened his own studio in 
Houston for adult piano students. Mr. Petsch enriched the lives 
of all of his students by his encouragement not only to master the 
keyboard, but also to pursue goals and overcome life’s setbacks. 
When Mr. Petsch passed away in 2002, he bequeathed a generous 
gift to the Fort Stockton Library to provide and enhance art, mu-
sic, theatre, and cultural activities and programming to the com-
munity through the library.

   In American cities with a large Irish population, St Patrick’s Day is a 
very big deal. Big cities and small towns alike celebrate with parades, 
“wearing of the green,” music and songs, Irish food and green drinks,  
activities for kids such as craft, coloring and games. This day has come 
to be associated with everything Irish , anything green and gold, lepre-
chauns, shamrocks, and luck.. In Ireland, to those who celebrate its 
intended meaning, St Patrick’s Day is a traditional day for spiritual 
renewal and offering prayers for missioners worldwide. He is credited 
for bringing Christianity to Ireland. In his two pieces of work, the 
Confessio, a spiritual autobiography, and his Espistola, a denunciation 
of British mistreatment of Irish Christians, we come to know him as    
a “most humble-minded man.” St Patrick spent most of his life pour-
ing forth continuous paean of thanks to God for having chosen him as 
the instrument whereby multitudes who had worshipped idols and 
unclean things had become the people of God. It is the death of St 
Patrick and his recognition as the patron saint that led to the celebra-
tion of March 17. Outside Ireland, this day is a secular celebration of 
all things Irish.
