Stuart is 
frank about his troubled marriage  and is 
referred to an attorney who is eager to sink 
her teeth in a major case to overcome her 
personal loss and soon finds evidence that 
suggests that something was amiss in 
Caryn’s career that triggered her death.

 The wealthy New England 
Clarke family has a new mem-
ber, and she is not what the 
family envisioned. Elizabeth 
Clark, a beautiful daughter 
born to Hugh 

and Dana, possesses definite African Ameri-
can traits, leaving the parents puzzled and the 
extended Clarke family scandalized. On what 
should be a joyous occasion now has Hugh 
and Dana struggling with issues of race, fam-
ily, and trust. Delinsky often writes with in-
sight about complex family matter and here 
adds though-provoking concern about race  
in America to the mix in a novel that will stir 
debate and inspire self-examination.

 Francesco Attesti, pianist, 
and Matteo Galli, organist, 
came all the way from Italy 
and gave a spell- binding 70 
minute performance to Fort 
Stockton. Their concert was 
held at the First Baptist 
Church on Tuesday, Janu-
ary 16. The artists perform-
ance of Verdi’s Requiem 
was superb. The two 
watched each other very 
carefully to be in perfect 
harmony as they performed 
a complex symphonic piece 
flawlessly. Their mellifluous 
unity brought the audience 
to their feet and made for a 
wonderful winter wonder-
land of fine music.  

 Not to forget, coming for 
an encore performance is 
our third musical guest , 
Peter Fletcher. This classical 

guitarist hails from Georgia 
and welcomes the public to 
meet with him after his 70 
minute performance. He will 
be strumming away at the 
library on February 22nd at 
7:00 pm.

The Fifth Vial 
by Michael Palmer 
 Palmer is known for medical thrillers 
and taps into people’s fear of disease, 
doctors, and hospitals and converts 
that fear into unnerving suspense. In 
this thriller he plays with the phe-
nomenon of organ donation, forcing 

the reader to ask nervously, “Where do donated organs 
come from?” The answer come slowly by having three 
different characters, widely separated by space and 
circumstance, each play a role in tracking down a pow-
erful conspiracy network. The sprawling plot lurches 
along toward the discovery of a conspiracy to obtain 
organs by any means and sell them at high prices. 
Palmer delivers again! 
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 H. Edward Petsch was born April 24,1931 in Fort Stockton to 
Fannie Warnock and Harry Edward Petsch. His first piano teacher, 
Mrs. Frances Ligon, instilled in Edward a love of music and was 
instrumental in Edward’s admittance to the prestigious St. Louis 
Institute of Music after his graduation from Fort Stockton High 
School. There he studied with great Russian pianist, Leo Sirota. 
Through the Institute, Mr. Petsch also studied with French pianist, 
conductor, and composer, Nadia Boulanger. 

  In 1957, Mr. Petsch was invited to teach at the British School in 
Caracas, Venezuela, where he also performed many concerts. He 
returned to the United States several years later to join the piano 

faculty at the St. Louis Institute for Music and to prepare for his 
debut concert program. 

 Mr. Petsch moved to Houston several  years later to take over 
the piano studio of a friend. He soon opened his own studio in 
Houston for adult piano students. Mr. Petsch enriched the lives 
of all of his students by his encouragement not only to master the 
keyboard, but also to pursue goals and overcome life’s setbacks. 
When Mr. Petsch passed away in 2002, he bequeathed a generous 
gift to the Fort Stockton Library to provide and enhance art, mu-
sic, theatre, and cultural activities and programming to the com-
munity through the library.
